Tuition for a class is between $324 - $520 for the year, depending on the dancer’s age and length of class.

Thank you everyone for your patience and understanding with the DVD orders of our performances. The duplication house we use for our orders has been moving warehouses and anticipated being finished with their move at the top of August. They are behind schedule which places our orders behind schedule as well. Thank you for your patience. I have seen the footage & they will be well worth the wait.


On another note, please review the insert of the new information for the end of the year performances. We have highlighted the classes your dancers are registered in for the season, so you will be aware of the correct performance for your dancer and the ticket sale day.  We have split the dancers down the middle to ensure a proper length of show, trying not to exceed 2hrs. So please understand if you have dancers performing in both performances.  Also, our dance season will continue for all dancers until May 25th, 2012. We had large feedback last year to keep lessons continuing for our April performance dancers.  So this season, after “Mary Poppins”, they will continue dance lessons thru May.


We are currently at capacity with all of our classes. I am so thrilled to see this much love for dance in the community of Boulder City, and I am absolutely heartbroken every time I have to tell a family “we are full…”.  Thank you for all of your love, support, and understanding through our registration process. There is a method to the madness, and it does work for us very well. Let me explain to help with any confusion for next season: The class request forms are not registration forms- they are your request to receive a schedule of classes for your age and level. After we receive your class request form, we send you a yellow class option sheet and a pink confirmation form.  We must receive your pink confirmation form with August tuition and half of the costume deposit in order for your name to be written on the role sheet for your selected class.  After our deadline in July, we have to look at our enrollment numbers and sometimes schedules may need to adjust due to enrollment. This is part of the supply and demand business we have, and we do our best to try and accommodate everyone.


Thank you to all of our dancing families. We appreciate your business and look forward to another amazing dance season!
